The IX(B) Squadron Association have a display at the Lincolnshire Aviation Heritage Centre at East Kirby, Spilsby, Lincolnshire and also at the Bardney Heritage Centre in Bardney. 

The IX(B) Squadron Association part-funded the Tirpitz display at the RAF Museum, Hendon and made a generous donation to the Bomber Command Memorial, in Green Park, London, which was unveiled by HM The Queen on 28 June 2012.
